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Subject: Requirement for polio vaccination of International travelers between India and
polio infected countries (Afghanistan, Pakistan, Nigeria, Somalia, Kenya, Syria and

Madam/Sir,

On the above subject, kindly note thatMOHFW has issued an Advisory on the
measures to be taken in order to contain possibility of importation of the polio virus in
India by the travelers especially from above countries. In this connection, it has been
decided by the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare in consultation with Ministry of
External Affairs, to provide OPV vaccination to all travelers flying between India and any of
these seven countries to minimize the risk of polio virus importation to India (Guidelines —
enclosed). International Travelers need to get OPV vaccination 4 weeks prior to entry in
India or departure from India. The travelers who miss the planned vaccination may be
vaccinated at the time of departure at the International Airports by the OPV polio booth set

up by the State / District EPI department.

Further, all 27 Yellow Fever Vaccination Centers {as per attached list) have also been
designated togive OPV vaccination. The Yellow Fever Vaccination Centre will provide OPV
also (in addition to providing YFV) during the allocated timing for Yellow Fever Vaccination

to the Travelers going to these 7 Countries with the existing manpower and issue the
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prescribed certificate. The logistic support (Polio Vaccine-Opy & Cold Chain, etc.) may be

obtained from the state DHS (EPI Offices) of their respective States,

An action taken report in this regard may please be endorsed to Dte.GHS.

Requirements of polio vaccination for
International travellers between India and polio infected countries

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India has put in place, the
requirement of a dose of oral polio vaccine (oPV) for all travellers to India from polio
endemic countries and countries with poliovirus circulation following importation.

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India has also put in place, the
requirement of a dose of OPV for travellers from India going to polio endemic countries
and countries with poliovirus circulation following importation.

Polio infected countries:
a) Polio endemic countries: Afghanistan, Nigeria and Pakistan
b) Countries with poliovirus circulation following importation: Ethiopia, Kenya, Somalia

and Syria

The lict of polio infected countries may be amended from time to time by Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare, Government of India, depending on poliovirus detection.

These mandatory requirements will be effective for travels from 1 March 2014 to mitigate
the risk of importation of poliovirus to india from these seven polio infected countries
name y Afghanistan, Ethiopia, Kenya, Nigeria, Pakistan, Somalia and Syria.

OPV vaccination certificate will be issued after this additional dose which shall remain valid

for a period of one year.

1. Vaccination requirements for inbound travellers to India from countries with ongoing
poliovirus transmission

Residant nationals of the seven polio infected countries (Afghanistan, Nigeria, Pakistan,
£thiopia, Kenya, Somalia and Syria) are required to receive a dose of OPV, regardless of age
and vaccination status, at least four weelks prior to departure to India. A certificate of
vaccination with OPV is required for resident nationals of these countries while applying for
entry visa to India (copy of certificate uploaded).

it is not mandatory for foreign nationals residing in the seven polio infected countries to
receive vaccination with OPV before travel to India.

Travellers to India should contact the local health authorities in their respective countries for
vaccination with OPV and certificate of OPV vaccination. The certificate of vaccination should
accompany other documents when applying for visa for India and during the travel.”
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2. Vaccination requirements for outhound travellers from india to countries with ongoing
poliovirus transmission

Indian residents travelling from India to the seven polio infected countries are required to

receive # dose of OPV at least four weels prior to departure, regardless of age and

vaccination status.

Each district in India has designated at least one center where vaccination with OPV will be
provided to travellers and OPV vaccination certificate will be issued. The District
Immunization Officer is the designated official for issuance of OPV vaccination certificate to

travellers

it is not mandatary for foreign nationals residing in India to receive vaccination with OPV
before travelling to the seven polio infected countries. However, they are advised to receive
2 dose of OPV four weeks prior to travel in their own interest.
