Amendment Rules, 2024, which the Central Government, proposes to make, is hereby published for the information
of persons likely to be affected thereby and notice is hereby given that the said draft amendment rules will be taken
into consideration after the expiry of a period of thirty days from the date on which copies of the Official Gazette in
which this notification is published are made available to the public. Objections and suggestions, if any, may be
addressed to Shri Amit Kumar, Under Secretary, AHS Division, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Room No.
331, C Wing, Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi, or may be sent through e-mail at hrhcell-mohfw@nic.in or
jatinsharma.99@gov.in. The objections or suggestions which may be received from any person with respect to said
draft amendment rules, before the expiry of the period so specified above, will be considered by the Central
Government.

Draft amendment rules

In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (s) of sub-section (2) of section 65 of the National Commission
for Allied and Healthcare Professions Act, 2021 (14 of 2021), the Central Government hereby makes the following
rules to amend the National Commission for Allied and Healthcare Professions Rules, 2021, namely:—

(1) These Rules may be called the National Commission for Allied and Healthcare Professions
Amendment Rules, 2024.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the official Gazette.

2. In the National Commission for Allied and Healthcare Professions Rules, 2021, (hereinafter referred to as the said
rules), in rule 3, sub-rule (4) may be inserted, namely:-

"The Part-time Members shall, cease to hold office on attaining the age of seventy years.""
3. In rule 3 of the said rules, sub-rule (5) may be inserted, namely:-

"In the event of occurrence of vacancy of a member including by reason of death, resignation or removal, the
State Government shall nominate another person in his place at the earliest and within three months and the
person so nominated shall remain a Member in the Commission only for the remaining term."

e

In rule 4 of the said rules, sub-rule (4) may be inserted, namely:-
"The Part-time members shall, cease to hold office on attaining the age of seventy years"
5. In rule 4 of the said rules, sub-rule (5) may be inserted, namely:-

"In the event of occurrence of vacancy of a member including by reason of death, resignation or removal, as
the case may be the Committee comprising of Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson and ex-officio member under
sub-clause (ii) of clause (c) of Section 3 of the Act shall appoint another person as Member at the earliest
within three months from the date of occurrence of such vacancy and the person so appointed shall remain a
member only for the remaining term™

6. In rule 5 of the said rules, sub-rule (4) may be inserted, namely:-
"The Part-time members shall, cease to hold office on attaining the age of seventy years"
7. In rule 5 of the said rules, sub-rule (5) may be inserted, namely:-

"In the event of occurrence of vacancy of a member including by reason of death, resignation or removal, as
the case may be the Central Government shall appoint another person as Member at the earliest within three
months from the date of occurrence of such vacancy and the person so appointed shall remain a member only
for the remaining term"

8. In rule 6 of the said rules, sub-rule (8) may be inserted, namely:-
"The Chairperson, Vice Chairperson shall, cease to hold office on attaining the age of seventy years."
9. In rule 6 of the said rules, sub-rule (9) may be inserted, namely:-

"The Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson shall be governed by the provisions of the Contributory Provident
Fund Rules (India), 1962 and there shall be no option to subscribe under the General Provident Fund (Central
Services) Rules, 1960."
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10. In rule 6 of the said rules, sub-rule (10) may be inserted, namely:-

"The Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson shall be governed by the provisions of the Central Service (Conduct)
Rules during their tenure"

11. In the said rules, sub-rule (2) under rule 9, may be substituted as under:

@ post-graduate degree in any discipline , preferably related to medical or allied and healthcare
education or healthcare policy or health administration or public health from any University;

(b) outstanding ability and proven administrative capacity and integrity;
(© holding analogous post on regular basis in the present cadre or department; or
(d) with minimum three years’ regular service in level 13 in the pay matrix or equivalent thereto;

(e) with minimum seven years’ regular service in level 12 in the pay matrix or equivalent thereto or
above; and

f administrative experience of not less than ten years. Experience in the Central Government or a State
Government or any statutory body will be preferred"

12. In the said rules, sub-rule (1) under rule 17, may be substituted as under:-

"All applications under this Scheme shall be submitted to the concerned State Council. In case, where there is
no State Allied & Healthcare Council, the application shall be submitted to the National Commission.”

13. In the said rules, sub-rule (5) under rule 17, may be substituted as under:-
"The Application fee shall be determined by the Commission with the approval of Central Government"
14. In sub-rule (3) of rule 19 of the said rules, clause (e) may be inserted, namely:-

"The annual statement of accounts shall be prepared by the Commission as per the Forms specified in the
Schedule-11 annexed to these rules"

15. In the said rules, rule 21 may be inserted, namely:-
"Administration and financial powers of Commission:-

(1)  The general superintendence, direction and control of the administration of the Commission shall vest
in the Chairperson

2 The Commission may delegate such of its powers of administrative and financial matters, as it deems
fit, to its Secretary.

16. In the said rules, rule 22 may be inserted, namely:-

"The other powers and functions of Commission:-

In addition to the functions of the Commission specified in section 11 of the Act, the Commission shall-
(@ undertake study to rationalize the cost of education of allied and healthcare professions;

(b)  suggest among others, adoption of modern technology, intensive use of infrastructure, faculty sharing
and global best practices with a view to rationalize the cost of education and make it more accessible;

(c) while making regulations, consult all State Governments, Union territory Administrations and other
stakeholders, such as associations of allied professions, associations of healthcare professions etc.

(d) give wide publicity to the draft regulations by placing it on the website of the Commission for a
period of thirty days and considering the objections or suggestions as may be received from the
general public;

provided that the final draft of the regulations shall be finalised in consultation with the Legislative
Department through the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare

(e) endorse a copy of each major decision taken by the Commission to the Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare through its Secretary and publish it on the website of the Commission;

(f)  furnish such information or report to the Central Government as may be required by the Central
Government from time to time.
