Monthly Cabinet Summary, November 2022

Important policy decision taken and Major achievements during the month:

1. Progress of Flagship Programmes:

L.1.  Approvals for about 1,50,000 Ayushman Bharat — Health & Wellness Centres (AB-
HWCs) have been accorded. Out of these, 1,33,000 Health & Wellness Centres have been
operationalized till 30.11.2022.

2. Legislative and Regulative measures:

2.1 Statutory Orders (S.0.) 5090(E) dated 02.11.2022 regarding notification of eligible
officers at CDTL Chennai as Govt. Analyst under section 20 of the Drugs and Cosmetics Act
1940.

22 General Statutory Rules (GSR) 823(E) dated 17.11.2022 regarding amendment in rule
96 for mandating Bar or QR code on the label of top 300 brand in Drugs Rules.

2.3 Draft Notification of Food Safety and Standards (Genetically Modified Foods)
Regulations, 2022 was notified on 18.11.2022. '

3. Miscellaneous

3.1 International Leprosy Congress 2022 was held from 9" to 11" November 2022 in
HITEX Hyderabad. The Hon’ble Union Minister of Health and F amily Welfare addressed the
closing ceremony on 11" November 2022 through Video message.

3.2 A policy decision has been taken on the inclusion of HPV (Human Papillomavirus)
Vaccine under the Universal Immunization Program (UIP) through a multi-age cohort
campaign for girls aged 9-14 years, followed by the introduction of HPV vaccine in routine
immunization for new cohort of girls aged 9 years every year.
